AEIL (IÉSEG Lille Student Association) and AEIP (IÉSEGnParis Student Association) are 
the cornerstones of community life on each campus.

They liaise between the associations and the School, and ensure that resources are 
properly distributed between the associations on each campus, as well as planning 
association projects throughout the year. They enable associations to concentrate fully 
on their projects by taking care of the administrative and legal aspects of an association 
(invoices, insurance, banks, etc.). They centralize information from all associations to 
organize everything as efficiently as possible: calendar, resources, equipment, etc.
